The School

Moor Park is an IAPS, co-educational, boarding and day school of Catholic foundation accepting pupils from 2½ to 13 years of age.  The school is built around a magnificent country mansion on approximately 80 acres of stunning grounds, which include playing fields, woodland and a lake.  It is situated just outside the market town of Ludlow in the beautiful Shropshire countryside.

Moor Park is renowned for its happiness, pastoral care and high standards.  Relations between pupils and staff are relatively informal, but mutually respectful: children are encouraged to voice their views and opinions.  Recent years have seen more than half of the leavers gaining scholarships to a variety of senior schools, the diversity of awards, academic, all-round or art, testifying to the breadth of education on offer.  Emphasis is upon the individual, finding and encouraging aptitude and talent.  The founding values and traditions of the school are Catholic, and this is adhered to today, although 25% of pupils (and not all staff) are Catholic.  The Christian principles that underpin the school’s philosophy are ever more valuable in the twenty-first century, and this is attractive to many parents, of all creeds and denominations.

Pupils leave to attend a wide variety of senior schools, such as: Cheltenham and Cheltenham Ladies’, Christ College Brecon, Eton, Malvern College, St. Mary’s (Ascot and Shaftesbury), Shrewsbury, Winchester, Tudor Hall.

There is considerable scope for the successful candidate to play a major role in the academic and co curricular life.

Moor Park offers an attractive compensation package, which may include accommodation. Pay is above the national pay scale for teachers.

The Head of the Maths Department will be expected to:

· Have a thorough knowledge of their subject, and an awareness of current educational thinking and developments within the subject area;

· Work closely with the Lower School subject representatives;

· Teach throughout KS2 and KS3;

· Prepare candidates for 13+ CE and Scholarship;

· Co-ordinate and lead the teaching of Maths throughout the school;

· Keep curriculum documentation up to date, in line with school policy, and in the light of national/IAPS changes;

· Manage their departmental budget;

· Promote maths within the school and beyond.

Candidates must be able to demonstrate:

· An excellent track record of teaching;

· Genuine warmth, care and concern for the welfare of children;

· The ability to work effectively with: children, colleagues and parents.

· The willingness to become fully involved in the busy life of a boarding school.
Please note:

· The successful applicant will be required to undergo a full CRB disclosure.

· All applicants must complete a Moor Park application form and submit a full CV which gives account of all employment / education from age 16.  The names and contact details of two referees must also be supplied.
