SECTION A: Essay

You will have a choice of (4) essays. Each essay has two parts (A & B) – answer them both. There are two types of ‘parts’:

a) A ‘Describe’ question ……… basically tell the story from start to end with as many facts as possible – this goes for 20 marks

e.g. Describe the main events of the battle of Hastings

b) An ‘Explain’ question – ‘Why … or ‘How’ …….basically this is where you PEE a lot – this goes for 10 marks

e.g. How did William I take control of England?

B) Describe the main events of the Battle of Hastings (20)

SECTION B: Source skills

Q: 1-2. Simple comprehension questions (2-3 marks)


e.g. What does source B tell us about how the monks felt about King John?

Q: 3. Comparison question (7 marks)


e.g. Which source does C agree with the most, A or B?

Q: 4. Utility question (8 marks)


e.g Which source is the most useful as evidence about King John’s reign

Remember all sources are useful – it just depends on what you want to use them for. 

In CE there will be 3 sources for you to read or to look at. 

· Usually 1 source will be from the time (this is great for finding out what people thought at the time or wanted people to think at the time)

· Usually 1 source will be from the Victorian period (great for finding out what people at that time thought – different interpretations)

· Usually 1 source will be from today (e.g. a modern history book – great for facts and figures and finding out what really happened)
